PUBLIC NOTICE

It has come to the natice of the University Grants Commission that Institutions
and Universities including institutions deemed to be universities are admitting
students to various programmes of studies long before the actual starting of

academic session; collectin; full fee from the admitted students; and, retaining their

schools / institutions leaving certificate in original. The Institutions and Universities

are lso reportedly confiscating the fee paid if a student fails to join by such dates

2 The Commission is cf the view that the Institutions / Universities, by way of
retaining the certificate in criginal, force retention of admitted students which limits

the opportunities for the candidates from exercising other options of jeining other
institutions of their choice. [However, it would not be permissible for Institutions and
Universities to retain the S:hool / |nstitution Leaving Cerlificate, mark sheet, caste

certificate and other documents in original.

& The Ministry of Human Resource Development and University Grants
Commission have considered the issue and decided that the Institutions and
Universities, in the public interest, shall maintain 2 waiting list of students /
candidates. In the eventof 2 student / candidate withdrawing before the starting of

\he course, the waitlisted candidates should be given admission against the vacant
seat. The entire fee collecied from the student, after a deduction of the processing
fee of not more than Rs.1020/- (one thousand only) shall be refunded and returned

by the InstitutigA 7 University to the student / candidate withdrawing from the
programme. Should 2 student leave after joining the course and if the seat
consequently falling vacant has been filled by another candidate by the last date of

admission, the Institution must return the fee collected with proporticnate deductions
af monthly fee and proporticnate hostel rent, where applicable.

4 The Universities / nstitutions are requested to abide by the instructions
issued by the UGC. The LGC, shall cn its own or on receipt of specific complainis
from those affected, take 3ll such steps as may be necessary o enforce these

directions.

5 Institutions / Universities are also required to convey these instructions to the

colleges affiliated to them
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
